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MMEENNTTAALL  HHEEAALLTTHH  
When asked about the condition of their 
mental health, including stress, depression, 
and problems with emotions, 61% of 
Telephone Survey respondents replied that 
their mental health condition was excellent 
or very good.  A small percentage of both the 
Telephone and Community Survey 

respondents (3.2% and 7.1% respectively) 
reported that they had needed mental health 
treatment in the past year and been unable 
to receive it.  Of those who had not been 
able to receive it, the most common reasons 
were affordability, not having insurance, or 
insurance that wouldnõt cover mental 
health.  The Telephone Survey also 
emphasized other important issues; 23% 
answered that waiting lists were a problem, 

while another 23% mentioned 
transportation issues as a barrier to care. 

Flagstaff Medical Center Behavioral Health 

Services (FMCBHS) is the only inpatient 
facility serving northern Arizona.  Youth 
needing inpatient care are those who are 
endangering themselves or others and 
require hospitalization.  There are 23 beds 
available at the FMCBHS facility, with nine 
available for juveniles.  The average cost of 

an inpatient bed is $1,074.00 per day, with 
an average stay of 10 days.  Possible funding 
aids include health insurance (if it covers 
mental health care), state money from the 
Arizona Health Care Cost Containment 
System (AHCCCS) or Title 19, and sliding-
fee scales for parents who do not qualify for 
state aid.  When the facility is full for any age 
group, patients are sent to other locations in 
the state.

The Coconino County Juvenile Court 

Center found that an average of 52 juveniles 
or 67% of the facilityõs juvenile delinquents 
are in need of mental health services each 

month.  However, according to Duane 
Shimpach, Director of the Coconino County 
Juvenile Court Services, funding for the 
juvenile justice system only allows for five 
inpatient beds (again, for youth who are in 

danger of hurting themselves or others), and 
the average length of stay is from 28 days to 
125 days.2 In February 2002, 8% of the 
Centerõs juvenile delinquents were in need 
of severe or urgent care (see Appendix 4).  
One year later, 20% of the Centerõs juvenile 
delinquents fell into one of these two 
categories. 

The suicide rates in Coconino County 

remained higher than those in Arizona from 

1993 to 1995 and from 1999 to 2001.  Most 
notably, from 1996 to 1998, the three-year 
average suicide rate in Coconino County 
was 20.8 per 100,000 population, while that 
same rate was 17.0 in Arizona.  From 1999 to 
2001, the suicide rate decreased to 16.6 per 
100,000 population in Coconino County, 
and to 13.7 per 100,000 population in 
Arizona.

Only 13% of the Telephone Survey 

respondents reported that they smoked 
cigarettes or used smokeless tobacco on a 
daily basis.  In the Community Survey, 11% 
of the respondents answered the same way.  

A survey conducted by the Coconino 
County Department of Health Services 
(CCDHS) in October and November 2000 
found that almost 25% of adult respondents 
in Flagstaff had smoked cigarettes or used 
smokeless tobacco within the past 30 days.  
In July and August 2001, nearly 21% of adult 
respondents in Page and 21% of adult 
respondents in Williams reported to the 
CCDHS that they smoked cigarettes or used 
smokeless tobacco in the past 30 days. 

 The 2000 Behavioral Risk Factor 

Surveillance Survey (BRFSS) found that 
6.5% of senior respondents (ages 65 and 
older) in Coconino County smoked daily, 
while 7.4% of senior respondents in Arizona 
smoked every day.  Nationally, 7.9% of 
senior respondents smoked on a daily basis. 

Among those queried in the 2002 Arizona 
Youth Survey, cigarette smoking increased 

relative to age; 55% of Coconino County 
eighth graders admitted to smoking 
cigarettes during their lifetime, while 67% of 
Coconino County twelfth graders smoked 
during their lifetime.  According to the 2002 
National Survey conducted by Monitoring 
the Future, 47% of eighth graders and 78% 
of twelfth graders had smoked cigarettes 
during their lifetime. 

Numbers decreased when students were 

asked if they had smoked cigarettes in the 
last 30 days.  In Coconino County, 15% of 

eighth graders, 19% of tenth graders, and 
27% of twelfth graders had smoked 
cigarettes in the last 30 days.  Survey results 
in Arizona were lower than the county: 9% 
of eighth graders, 18% of tenth graders, and 
23% of twelfth graders had smoked in the 
last 30 days.

However, the mortality rates for alcohol-
induced deaths in Coconino County, while 
lower than or at the same rate of Arizona for 
2000 and 2001, soared 94% to 16.3 per 
100,000 population in 2002. 

Both the Telephone Survey and the 

Community Survey showed that 
respondents were concerned about drug 
and alcohol abuse in their community.  

Nearly 80% of the Telephone Survey 
respondents and 81% of the Community 
Survey respondents said that the problem of 
youth drug and alcohol abuse was either 
very or somewhat significant in their 
community.  Similarly, 81% of the Telephone 
Survey respondents and 82% of the 
Community Survey respondents said that 
adult drug and alcohol abuse was a very or 
somewhat significant problem. 

In the 2002 Arizona Youth Survey, as with 

cigarette smoking, alcohol use increased with 
age.  Over half of the students surveyed in 
each grade had used alcohol during their 
lifetime.  For instance, 51% of eighth graders, 
71% of tenth graders, and 80% of twelfth 
graders in Coconino County had used 
alcohol.  Similarly, 57% of eighth graders, 
72% of tenth graders, and 81% of twelfth 
graders in Arizona had used alcohol during 

their lifetime.  In Monitoring the Futureõs 
2002 National Survey, results were lower 
than both the county and the state, as 47% of 
eighth graders, 67% of tenth graders, and 
78% of twelfth graders in the United States 
had used alcohol during their lifetime. 

Additionally, the 2002 National Survey 

results were lower when comparing the 
percentage of students who had used alcohol 
in the past 30 days.  Only 20% of eighth 

graders, 35% of tenth graders, and 49% of 
twelfth graders in the United States had used 

alcohol in the past 30 days.  In contrast, 34% 
of eighth graders, 48% of tenth graders, and 
59% of twelfth graders in Arizona had used 
alcohol in the past 30 days.  Coconino 
Countyõs results were higher than the 
National Survey, but still lower than the 
State.  In 2002, 29% of eighth graders, 44% of 
tenth graders, and 54% of twelfth graders in 
Coconino County said that they had used 
alcohol in the past 30 days.

Arizonaõs 
hospital discharge rates were higher than 
the county, at 6.0 per 10,000 population in 
2000 and 6.8 per 10,000 population in 2001.  
In Coconino, there was a larger difference 

between genders, however.  In 2000, there 
were 17 hospital discharges for substance 
abuse for females, and 7 for males.  In 2001, 
there were 31 hospital discharges for 
females, and 22 for males.  Hospital 
discharge numbers in Arizona were 1,526 
females and 1,553 males in 2000, and 1,869 
females and 1,766 males in 2001.  In both the 
county and the state, the highest number of

From 2000 to 2002, mortality rates for drug-

induced deaths fluctuated in Coconino 
County.  In 2000, the mortality rate was 9.0 
per 100,000 population, decreasing to 4.8 in 
2001.

Child abuse and neglect in Coconino 
County and in the state of Arizona have 

generally increased between 1999 and 2003, 
although there was a decrease between the 
reporting periods of 2001/2002 and 

2002/2003.  In the reporting period of 
October 1, 1999 to March 31, 2000, there 
were 518 child abuse reports in Coconino 
County and 16,301 reports in Arizona.  From 
the most recent report data of October 1, 
2002 to March 31, 2003, there were 707 child 
abuse reports in the county and 17,470 cases 
in the state.  During the most recent 

reporting period of 2002/2003, the majority 
of cases in the county were for neglect 
(452), followed by physical abuse (190), 
sexual abuse (41) and emotional abuse (24). 

See Appendix 3 for definitions of relevant 

child abuse terms. 

FFoosstteerr  CCaarree  

A child who is a victim of child abuse or 
neglect can be removed from the home by 

the court if the home environment 
endangers the childõs safety.  The child is 
typically placed in the least restrictive, most 

family-like setting possible such as a foster 
family.  According to the Arizona Daily Sun, 
there are currently only 15 foster homes in 
Flagstaff, and that number has been 
declining for the last three years.4 

In Arizona, the number of children in 

shelter or òreceivingó homes for more than 21 

consecutive days increased from 1999 to 
2003.  In the reporting period of October 
1999 through March 2000, there were 1,173 
children in foster care.  That figure 
increased to 1,300 by the end of March 2003.

The Telephone and Community survey 
asked respondents if in any month, they 
went without basic needs such as food, 
child care, health care or clothing.  Over 8% 
of Telephone Survey respondents and 30% 

of Community Survey respondents had lived 
without basic needs.  When asked what 
basic necessities they lived without, 
Telephone respondentsõ top five necessities 
included food (41%), prescriptions (40%), 
clothing (35%), health care (34%) and 
rent/housing (30%).  Community Survey 
respondents reported that they went 
without dental care (46%), clothing (37%), 
had limited food choices (36%), health care 

(28%) and prescriptions (22%). 

Both Telephone and Community Survey 

respondents mentioned food as a basic 
necessity that was lacking.  In 2002/2003, 
the Association of Arizona Food Banks 
reported that 4,178 households in Coconino 
County received Food Stamps.  The average 
Food Stamp benefit per household equaled 
approximately $281 per month.  In Arizona, 
the Association of Food Banks reported 

173,337 households receiving Food Stamps, 
and the average household benefit across 
the state was approximately $222 per 
month, lower than the Coconino County 
average of $281. 

Telephone Survey Respondents were asked 

if there were adequate programs or health 
services for themselves, families, seniors, 
youth or the disabled.  Almost 18% of 
respondents said there were not adequate 

programs or health services for them while 
thirty -seven percent said there were not 

adequate programs or health services for 
families in general.  Over 34% of 
respondents said there were not adequate 
programs or services for seniors, and over 
30% said there were not adequate programs 

or services for youth.  Finally, approximately 
28% of

services for the disabled.   

Telephone Survey respondents, who 

reported living without basic necessities in 
any month, listed rent/housing as one of the 
top five basic necessities that they lacked.  
According to the Arizona Department of 
Economic Security, there were 1,000 
individuals and 1,000 people in families with 
children who experienced homelessness at 
one point in the year 2000.  Coconino 
County had the fifth highest total number of 
estimated people who experienced 

homelessness at a point in time in 2000, 
after Maricopa, Pima, Yavapai, and Mohave 
counties.  In Arizona, there were an 
estimated 30,353 people who experienced 
homelessness in 2000. 

For the estimated 2,000 people who 
experienced homelessness at one point in 
time in Coconino County in the year 2000, 
there were not enough emergency shelter or 
transitional housing beds to accommodate 

them.  In Coconino County, there were an 
estimated 89 beds available in emergency

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shelters and 22 beds available in transitional 
housing for a total of 111 beds in the year 
2000.  The state as a whole also had fewer 
available beds as compared to the number of 
homeless.  Arizona had an estimated total of 
7,082 available beds, but an estimated 
30,353 people who experienced 
homelessness at some point in that same 
year. 

In August 2002, The Search Institute 

conducted a survey of sixth through twelfth 
grade students in the Flagstaff Unified 
School District.  The survey examined the 
extent to which youth experienced 
particular developmental assets and how 
those assets related to their behavior.  
Seventy-one percent of the students 
surveyed believed that their family life 
provided high levels of love and support.  A 
mere 27% felt that their parents and other 

adults modeled positive, responsible 
behavior, while 57% saw their best friends 
as modeling responsible behavior.   Another 
27% found their school to provide a caring, 
encouraging environment.  Forty-five 
percent felt encouraged by both parents and 
teachers to do well. 

While 48% of the respondents said that 

they serve in the community one hour or 
more each week, only 19% perceived adults 

in the community as valuing young people. 

Less than half of students surveyed (47%) 

reported having knowledge of and comfort 
with people of different cultural, racial, or 
ethnic backgrounds.  Thirty-six percent felt 
that they could resist negative peer pressure 
and dangerous situations. 

The Search Institute found less than half of 

the students surveyed (47%) to report 
having high self-esteem.  Forty-three 
percent believed that they had control over 

what happened to them.   However, 70% of 
the students surveyed did feel optimistic 
about their future. 

Coconino County had the sixth largest 

number of runaway reports to law 
enforcement for Arizona counties in 1999.  
Countywide, there were a total of 143 youth 
ages 0 to 18 who were reported as runaways 
in 1999.  One hundred of the 143 youth were 
female.  Statewide, there were 5,748 

runaway reports in 1999, with 3,440 females 
and 2,308 males. 

Of the runaway and homeless youth assisted 

in the state of Arizona, the highest 
percentage of youth being assisted by 
various outreach programs or shelters is in 
Coconino County.  Almost 33% of the 
runaway and homeless youth in Coconino 
County were being served, followed by 21% 
in Pima County, 21% in Maricopa County 

and 8.3% in Yuma County.

respondents and 9% of Community Survey 
respondents mentioned transportation 
issues as a reason for being unable to receive 
health care.  Of those in the Telephone and 
Community Surveys who had needed 
mental health treatment and had been 

unable to receive it, 23% of Telephone 
Survey respondents and 8% of Community

In 2000, 83% of Coconino County residents 

and 65% of Arizona residents commuted 
less than 30 minutes to work.  Of those with 
a commute of less than 30 minutes, only 
0.4% in Coconino County and 0.6% in 
Arizona were using public transportation.  

Eight percent of Coconino County residents 
and 21% of Arizona residents commuted 30 
to 44 minutes in order to get to work.  
Again, very few used public transportation 
(0.1% in Coconino County and 0.5% in 
Arizona). 

In Flagstaff, the MountainLine Rider 

Satisfaction Survey was conducted four 

times: in January 2002, April 2002, 
September 2002, and January 2003.  In 

January 2002, 34% of the riders surveyed 
said that the purpose of their trip on 
MountainLine was to get to work.  That 
number rose to 44% in April 2002, then to 
51% in September 2002.  In January 2003, 
42% of riders surveyed were using 
MountainLine in order to get to work.  

Fewer respondents were using 
MountainLine for medical-related reasons 
(4% in January 2002, remaining at 4% in 
January 2003). 

When asked why they were riding transit, 

over half of the respondents each year said 
that it was their only alternative.  In January 

2002, 58% of respondents were riding 
MountainLine out of necessity; one year 
later, this same number decreased slightly to 
57%. 

All four surveys showed that many of the 

respondents were between the ages of 25 
and 44.  In January 2002, 40% of 
MountainLine riders surveyed were 
between 25 and 44, lessening to 39% in 
April 2002 and in September 2002, then 
decreasing to 38% in January 2003.  The 
second most common age group was 
between the ages of 18 and 24.  In January 
2002, 21% of the survey respondents were 

between 18 and 24, increasing to 24% in 
January 2003. 

The majority of the MountainLine survey 

respondents earned an income that totaled 
under $20,000 per year.  In January 2002, 
67% of respondents fell into this income 
category, decreasing to 63% one year later.
